· A baby burps 98% of the time after eating.

· A baby wets his/her diaper 91% of the time after eating.

· A baby drops his/her pacifier 79% of the time after eating.

8. What is the probability of randomly selecting a baby who spits up, burps, wets his/her diaper, and drops his/her pacifier after eating?
9. What is the probability of randomly selecting a baby who doesn’t spit up, burp, or wet his/her diaper after eating?

10. What is the probability of randomly selecting a baby who doesn’t burp but spits up after eating?
