Arithmetic Sequences
Pronunciation of Arithmetic (in this context): “ar-ith-met-ik” 
Recall, it’s an adjective (describing the sequence).  


An arithmetic sequence is a sequence of numbers such that the difference of any two successive terms of the sequence is a constant.


or


 = the term before the First term of the sequence
 = the First term of the sequence
d = the amount that is added or subtracted from one term to the next (but has to be the same)



Geometric Sequences
A geometric sequence is a sequence of numbers such that the ratio of any two successive terms of the sequence is a constant.


or


 = the term before the First term of the sequence
[bookmark: _GoBack] = the First term of the Geometric sequence
r = the amount that is multiplied or divided from one term to the next (but has to be the same)
